- Short history and location
	Prague, the capital of the Czech republic, is a picturesque city in central Bohemia, on the banks of the Vltava river. It is one of the oldest in Europe. Its history dates back to as early as IX century. Visitors of Prague are always amazed by the very well preserved downtown, historical centre of the city with many Gothic, Renaissance and Baroque palaces, churches and cathedrals. Prague is also famous for its Art Nouveau and avant-garde architecture.  Prague was  nick-named  “the city of a thousand spires” or “the city of Franz Kafka”.

Our university campus where the courses take place is located in the north-west part of Prague, in Suchdol. It is a beautiful quiet residential area, not far from the city centre. It takes only 10 minutes by bus to reach the closest underground station which is near the Prague Castle – the very heart of the city!




- Main local/cultural events
	Summer in Prague is full of events. Museums, galleries and libraries are open all year round. Besides that there are music, DANCE AND theatre festivals, concerts, live jazz nights on board of steam boats on the river etc.




- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	It takes approx. 30 minutes to reach Suchdol (CUA/CZU) from the Ruzyně intl. airport, and 40 minutes from the main railway coach terminals.




- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	Public transport in Prague consists of several types of transport. Students can use trams, buses, metro and some trains for a reduced price which is 260kč/month. It is very convenient and easy to travel from one side of Prague to another within 60 minutes. There are 3 lines of metro which operates 5-24 every day. Prague transport is also well known for its tram railway. There are more or less 30 different lines connecting the major part of the city with the time interval 3-10 minutes. Night trams are marked with a blue plate and have numbers starting from 5. The same rule applies to busses. Those who want to travel in Prague by public transport are allowed to use their travel student’s card within the zones P and 0. Prague has three main arrival points: Airport (Ruzyně), Main station – for the train connections, and Prague Florenc – for the bus connections. From any of these places is very easy to reach the University. Buy a ticket for 20 crowns and punch it to the machine on the board of the transport or before you enter the metro line. Then follow the instructions.
