In addition to classical theatre, opera, ballet and concerts, there are modern theathre and musicals, a wide range of rock and jazz concerts. There are also many sports events, including professional football, ice – hockey, tennis, etc., at the very highest level.
	


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	Prague can be reached by air from all main European airports, and cheap carriers make extensive use of Prague airport. International railway line and bus services converge on Prague from all directions. 

The main campus of the CTU in Prague is located not far from the city centre, right next to Dejvicka metro station and next to the terminus of the airport bus service (No.119). All main train and bus stations are near to metro stations, from which it is easy to travel to Dejvicka metro station.


- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	Prague has an integrated public transport system of the highest quality. It is inexpensive, runs frequently and very punctually, and is relatively clean and uncrowded. There are three metro lines, a network of trams runs through the city centre, and buses and local trains serve the suburbs. A half-hourly night tram service runs to most suburbs.

Erasmus and Exchange students can apply for their student canteen card during Orientation Week, when the process of ordering and paying for food will also be explained. Only the Strahov menza and Masaryk dormitory offer breakfasts, lunches and dinners. Student House and Technická offer only lunches. The price of a three-course meal in these facilities is approximately CZK 50 (EUR 2.20) for students.
