Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	With the population of 400 000 inhabitants, Brno is a city with long history and rich cultural traditions. Brno, the capital city of Moravia,  arose on merchant routes leading from the Alps to northern Europe. The history of Brno has a substantially central-European character (Czech and German elements merged together) and there is a clear influence of Vienna (the capital of Austria). Brno was given city rights in 1243 by king Václav I (Wenceslas I. – the king of Bohemia).

Brno is located in the south of Moravia, not far from Vienna. Brno is surrounded by beautiful countryside suitable for all kinds of sports – hiking, cycling, swimming, horse riding, etc. A lot of historical monuments, houses, churches and castles can be found both in Brno and its surroundings. The Moravian Karst with its famous caves and an abyss is within an easy reach from Brno. Brno is also close to the main folklore centres of Moravia where traditions are still alive.


- Main local/cultural events
	Brno offers quite a rich cultural life in August and September. There are lots of theatres, cinemas, clubs and discos. Events of the Brno Cultural Summer Festival are very popular and numerous (concerts, open-air performances, etc.). International Festival of Street Theatre takes place in Brno at the end of August and the beginning of September.


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	By plane:

There are regular flights London – Brno, Moscow – Brno and Prague – Brno.

By plane and Coach:

Fly to Prague or Vienna (Austria) or Bratislava (Slovak Republic) and go to Brno by coach. There are several bus connections from these cities every day.

By train:

Brno is an important crossing station of European railways and is easily accessible from various places.


- City Transport (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	As for public transport Brno has a very efficient city transport system – provided by trams, buses and trolleybuses.  However, both classrooms as well as the students´ hall of residence are situated in the city centre – within walking distance!


· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The Janáček Academy of Music and Performing Arts /JAMU/ is one of two academies of music and the performing arts in the Czech Republic. It is named after Leoš Janáček, one of the most distinguished composers in modern European music, who was its spiritual father. Both faculties of JAMU, Theatre and Music faculty, are located in the town centre. Its studios, Marta Theatre Studio and Chamber Opera Studio, are very popular and always packed with theatre-goers. Astorka a modern hall of residence and the information and resource centre of JAMU with multimedia classroom, modern library, publishing centre and several rehearsal halls and rooms.

the main events organized by JAMU are the International Festival of Theatre Schools SETKÁNÍ/ENCOUNTER (held in April) and International Master Classes at the Music Faculty (held in July). The cultural life of Brno is closely connected with world known composers (Janáček), musicians (Brno Philharmonic Orchestra, The Janáček Quartet), actors and other professionals who taught and teach at JAMU.

The Music Faculty offers its students a number of study disciplines, that thanks to their non-verbal character are of a supranational nature, mostly study of different music instruments, composition, singing, music management etc.

The Theatre Faculty of JAMU is an important meeting place for students from many both European and overseas countries and provides them possibilities to compare Czech and European culture and different ways of education of young artists in various countries.


· Accommodation

	Accommodation is provided by JAMU’ s own Astorka hall of residence which is conveniently situated in the same building as the library. Astorka is a modern and well-equipped hall of residence offering twin-bedded rooms and three-bed rooms, cooking facilities and access to the Internet. The price for a twin-bedded room is 305 CZK/per night/per person (= 2135 CZK per week) and for a three-bed room 233 CZK/per night/per person (= 1631 CZK per week).


· Meals

	University canteen is available, lunch at about 50,- CZK, and vegetarian dishes are offered too. There are also many restaurants, cafés, fast food shops etc. in the city centre.


· reception of students

- Meeting point (place, date and time of first meeting - for each course where different)

	Students are expected to check in at Astorka JAMU´s  hall of residence on Sunday August 15 from 6 p. m.. The classes start on Monday at 8,30 a. m . at JAMU, 2 Beethovenova street, Brno. As of the next day, Tuesday, August 17, classes start at 8,30 a.m. in the same place. Each participant will be given a map of the city centre and a tour of Brno will be provided to make students familiar with the city centre.


· extra mural activities

- Site visits

	We would also like to show the rich cultural life, historical traditions and, at the same time, modern achievements. Students will be offered trips to many interesting places including Brno’s historic centre, castles (Austerlitz,  Pernštejn, Veveří, Špilberk and its casemates), unique historical towns (some of them on UNESCO list – Slavonice, Telč), natural beauties (Moravian Karst – Machocha abyss and caves) and many other places of interest. Students may also visit Vienna (the capital of Austria – 120 km from Brno by bus).


- Sports facilities (Swimming, Tennis, Gymnasium; opening days and available information)
	All types of sports facilities are available – swimming pools, tennis courts, horse riding areas, cycling paths, in-line skating paths, hiking routes, golf course.


- Entertainment (Cinema, Theatre, etc.; brief information on places and student facilities)

	Brno offers quite a rich cultural life in August and September.  There are lots of theatres, cinemas, clubs and discos. Events of the Brno Cultural Summer Festival are very popular and numerous (concerts, open-air performances, etc.). 	Objectives:

Beginners/Pre-Intermediate: 

mastering basic Czech in everyday situations, basics of Czech grammar, ability to read easy Czech texts and headlines 
and sign boards.
Intermediate/advanced students: 

New vocabulary practised in useful topics, everyday conversation, more grammar rules and ability to understand the core of more difficult texts.

Beside that, the students will learn a lot not only about their schoolmates, but also about the Czech Republic, its history, traditions and recent time.
Teaching methods

The teaching methods used are numerous, in fact all current methodological approaches are used. The most important is the communicative method which makes students put the acquired knowledge into practice. The method involves pair-working, grammar games, interactive games, gap-filling, conversation, listening, reading Czech books and newspapers, pronunciation games. Other methods (drills, audio-visual, translations…) are also occasionally used, if they suit the needs.

Communicative Czech textbooks are used but many other materials such as tailor-made hand-outs by the teachers, riddles, nursery rhymes, songs etc. help the students to learn the difficult Czech language.

Besides, the students get a feedback from teachers throughout the course and in case they ask for the students are given an additional tuition. Teachers make comments on the students´ progress orally and individually.  Having successfully passed the final test, students will get a Certificate – in value of 6 ECTS credits, recognized by European universities.
