Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Brno is with its almost half a million inhabitans the second largest city in the Czech Republic. Being home to six universities with over 40,000 students, Brno is a lively students´ town. Nevertheless, cosy streets of Brno give you impression of its rich history – City walls of the Castle Spilberg and St. Peter and St.James churches were built  in 13th century and till today create the specific character of the town. Between wars, though, Brno was famous as the leading town of Czechoslovak Modernism: A unique example of the architectural art, the Tugendhat Villa, has been recently designated a UNESCO World Heritage site. 

Brno, located in the southeastern part of the country, is the capital of the Moravian region, one of the historic lands of the Czech Crown, and today is one of the richest regions in preserving and appreciating  its traditions and folklore. The country´s best vineyards surround Brno to the South and to the East. 

The town has housed famous names such as Gregor Mendel, the scientist-founder of the field of genetics, the Brno native Milan Kundera, the composer Leos Janacek, the playwright Jiri Mahen and the architect Mies van der Rohe.

- Main local/cultural events
	Cultural life in Brno is very rich and varied: From the traditional National Theatre, with operas, ballets and plays to controversial plays in experimental scenes of the Husa na Provázku Theatre and the HaDivadlo theatre. For those who enjoy films better, the city of  Brno provides many small-size art cinemas, as well as Multiplexes, offering the latest films not only in English or Czech, but in almost all European languages, especially thanks to   the many film festivals often held in Brno. Besides galleries and museums, one can visit either regular concerts of pop or alternative bands, or the Philharmonic Orchestra. Brno is also notable for  its architecture as the city was a leading centre of the Functionalist movement between the wars. 
Brno attracts its visitors also with the beautiful atmosphere of the night life, offering a wide range of different  types of bars and clubs.

· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	Masaryk University, located in Brno, is the second-largest public university in the Czech Republic and the leading tertiary education institution in Moravia. At present it comprises nine faculties with more than 200 departments, institutes and clinics.

Masaryk University offers degrees in a wide spectrum of traditional as well as newly-emerging disciplines and is one of the fastest growing higher education institutions in Europe. In recent years it has consistently attracted the largest number of applicants for studies of any Czech university, which allows it to remain highly selective when admitting students. Masaryk University was one of the first to introduce a three-tier structure of studies based on the ECTS system for the transfer and accumulation of credits.

The university is heavily involved in the mobility activities and research programmes of the European Union and other countries, thanks to which graduates of Bachelor’s or Master’s studies at other institutions may continue at the Master’s or doctoral levels at Masaryk University. The same principle applies to Masaryk University students, who may study abroad and then return to their alma mater.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The objective of the course:

The course will enable the students to communicate effectively on partial level A1, corresponding to the number of lessons (80). The objective of level A1 is the ability to communicate in given situations, relying on a tolerant approach of the recipient (Czech native speaker).

Students will be able to communicate and react on well-known topics and ask questions concerning general personal issues.

Topics for communication will be chosen with regard to the characteristic of applicants (study / work internship in the Czech Republic, studies in an English programme), and will include information on possible social and cultural differences:

· Everyday situations (school, accommodation, shopping, post office, restaurants, services, cinema, theatre…)

· Communication at the doctor’s (possible health problems)

· Social situations, elementary social conventions (greetings, introducing oneself, ways of addressing people, invitation, accepting/declining invitations)

· Transport (buying tickets, understanding timetables)

· Travelling (asking the way, ability to follow instructions)

· Telephoning
Individual Speaking Skills
Listening comprehension: Students will understand words, elementary phrases concerning their persons, families and immediate environment.

Reading comprehension: Students will understand elementary signs and sentences (posters, timetables), and will be able to read short messages.

Speaking: students will be able to ask simple questions and express essential information about themselves, their families etc.
Writing: students will be able to compose short texts on postcards (season greetings, holiday greetings etc.), to write simple short text messages /e-mails and to fill in a personal questionnaire.
The teaching methods to be used: 
The Czech course will be taught in two groups (12 students). For afternoon conversation classes, the group will be divided into three smaller groups (8 students). The conversation classes will focus on preparation for events on the social activities programme of the course.  The working language will be English. 
The course will use the Communicative Method with the focus on natural, correct and fluent language use in combination with traditional methods. To fulfil the above stated objectives, the students aiming at the level A1 need a minimum set of grammatical rules. On this level, grammar is subordinated to real communication needs of the students. The teacher uses comprehension exercises (True/False, Complete dialogues), speaking exercises (Work in Pairs) and everyday phrases presented without accenting grammar (e.g How are you? Nice to meet you. Excuse me. That’s all right. What is this in Czech? What’s the date today?).

Emphasis on connecting the conversation topics with everyday use: e.g. the topic of Restaurants will be followed by an actual visit to a restaurant where students will be using Czech phrases when communicating with waiters, ordering from the menu and talking among themselves. At the end of the course, students in groups will perform tasks in Czech in given real situations (Find out when the train for Vienna leaves, what is on in the Reduta Theatre tomorrow etc.).
