· Description of town

- Short history and location
	The city of Krnov lies at the confluence of the rivers Opava and Opavice, in the area at the foot of the Nízký Jeseník mountain range, close to the Czech-Polish border.

It is very difficult to define unambigouesly the date when the city of Krnov was founded. For the first time its Czech name (in the shape Kyrnow) is supported by written evidence in the year 1240. The German name Jägerndorf (in the shape Jegerdorf) was recorded for the first time in 1253. When this city was mentioned in the medieval records, the Latinized name Carnovia was also used. Krnov came into being at the crossing of the ancient merchand routes connecting the Baltic Hanseatic towns with Italy. The beginnings of the city's history go back to the 13th century. 

Soon after it Krnov was granted the freedoms of a city. It happened before the year 1269. It is possible to say that Krnov had the freedoms as early as when Přemysl Otakar II ruled. The city privileges were confirmed by the Queen Kunhuta in 1279.

The Krnov castle of Cvilín, which was built of stone blocks in the 13th century, became the princely residence to Nicholas the Prince of Opava coming from the side of Přemysls' family branch. Princ Nicholas was accepted by the independend administrative institutions - the Provincial High Court and the Law of Krnov. During various war events the region of Krnov usualy played an important role and it was the subject in which the fighting armies were interested in. Via the region of Krnov the foreign troops often made their ways into the country (the Tatars, Danes, Swedes, Prussians, etc.). 

That happened also in 15th century: the Hungarian King Matthias Corvinus invaded and conquered the region of Krnov when George of Poděbrady was fighting against Vladislav II. Near the Albrechtice chateau the King Mattihas took the prince prisoner and ruled himself the cities of Krnov, Bruntál, Bavorov, and the Castle of Cvilín until 1490, when he died. In the second year of his dominion over the region of Krnov the King Matthias ordered to coin the royal groschen and half-groschen.

After Corvinus' death the King Vladislav II donated the region of Krnov to his chancellor and friend, the lord of Šelenberk and Kost. In 1523 the Margrave George Hohenzollern of Ansbach bought the principality for 58,900 gulden. A new religion came here with the new governor. The zealous adherent of Luther's teaching expelled the Catholic orders of the German Knights and Franciscan Minorites as well. The last Hohenzollern was John George of Krnov, the supreme commander of the troops of the "Winter King" Frederic Palatine. The principality of Krnov was for its defiance of he Habsburgs confiscated, its owner anathematized and in 1622 the Emperor donated the land to Charles of Lichtenstein. At that time Europe was tossed around in unkind embraces of the Thirty Years' War and the principality of Krnov was sequentially plundered by the Danish and emperor troops and the Swedes set seal on the work of devastation.The following century brought to the principality of Krnov a blow which damaged the stability of economy - built and strengthened for centuries - and which doomed this important city to the loss of its strength and prestige. 
The Prussian King Frederic II claimed his rights to the region of Krnov which he took for unjustly confiscated to his Hohenzollern ancestors. The dispute spread over the whole Silesia and the troops of Maria Theresia were not able to defend the territory belonging to the Czech Crown for centuries. The peace made in Breslau in 1742 brought to the region of Krnov the loss of the large territories on the left bank of the river Opava and Opavice and separation of the whole region of Hlubčice. The remaining torso of the principality had to change its economic interests from Upper Silesia to Moravia and Austria.The division of Silesia brought to the end the political importance of Krnov, even the county office was moved to Opava in 1793.

In 1849 the principality of Krnov ended its existence and on the basis of its everlasting core the new political district came into being. The district at that time was of 10 square miles, included 74 municipalities and 59,875 inhabitants. Krnov waited for its revival till the break of the 19th and 20th century when it ranged with the foremost industrial places in Austria-Hungary due to its intense development of the textile industry.

The textile industry is connected with the very beginnings of the city. In 1379 there was founded a department store selling cloth and there the goods produced in the city were sold in its sixteen chambers. In the 19th century there were 17 manufacturers producing silk and wollen goods, yarn and stockings at Krnov.

Nowadays the city of Krnov with its 26,000 inhabitants is an important industrial as well as cultural centre.

There are many unique architectural sights, charming country by ways, surprising natural phenomena, magical glimpses of landscapes changing by the minute with the light, weather and seasons, and the vividness of the region´s folk crafts and traditions is still present. The visitor would need great stamina to experience all the sporting activities the region offers, and even more stamina to taste all the local drinks and specialities of local cuisine in the many traditional restaurants. 

The region is famous for its unique wooden folk architecture, hundreds of cultural and historical sights, national parks and untouched landscapes which offer an intriguing contrast with the proud industrial heritage of its cities. In addition to modern sports facilities, music festivals large and small, and a rich international theatrical life, North Moravia and Silesia can boast a rapidly expanding infrastructure of modern hotels and cycle paths.
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- Main local/cultural events
	Many cultural and social actions take place in region of Krnov. The biggest city of this region is the centre of such actions.

In Krnov we recommend to visit the theatre where many dance, singing and drama performance take place.

Town museum offers a number of interesting exhibitions. Annual biggest autumn cultural action is the Krnov Music Festival. Many personalities have been guests at this celebration in the past. 

Each spring Czech-Polish Upper Silesia Festival is taking place. On the Krnov square there are many cultural performance realized by choirs from Czech Republic and Poland. During spring time also the traditional fair is running in the city. Painters from partner cities (Hlubčice, Prudnik, Otmuchow, Pefki, Saint Egréve, and Karben) participate regularly during the summer on graphic work shop. Christmas trade belongs to the Christmas atmosphere. Visitors can see folk handicraft or various Christmas traditions. Main point of social live in our city is the Prestige ball. Many celebrities ware for guests at this action. Church wakes remain to important events in this region. The biggest one is taking place in Krnov on holy hill Cvilín always in the middle of September. Popular is so-called Rusín wake held on the beginning of August in village Rusín. There is cultural programme included.

Other yearly actions in this region: Winter games, summer Eldorádo, Linhartov cultural summer or Motorbike meet.
Total information about events hold in this region including prospectus are available at Information centre Krnov, placed at central square. 


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	You can reach Extramural Centre in Krnov by the following means of transport: 

1. by air

There are flights available from the main airport in Prague to Ostrava, which is approximately 80 km far from Krnov. Air tickets can be obtained at the airport in Prague. For further information search www.csa.cz. 

It is possible to go by train or by bus from Ostrava. Further information on departures is available at www.idos.cz. 

2. by train

Direct trains run between Prague, Ostrava and Krnov. In Krnov there are 2 railway stations: Krnov – the Main Railway Station and Krnov – Cvilín. It is necessary to obtain a train ticket to Krnov – Cvilín. The journey from Prague takes about 5 hours. There are two routes to Krnov: Praha – Olomouc – Krnov and Praha – Ostrava – Krnov. 

It takes 5 minutes walking from the railway station Krnov – Cvilín to the Extramural Centre in Krnov, which is about 100 m far from there. After arrival at the railway station, come to the main road in front of the station and turn to the right towards a railway crossing. Cross the railway crossing and you will see a large white building and a large garden on the left – this is the Extramural Centre in Krnov. Turn to the left at the first crossroads and the side road will lead you to the building. You will get welcome at the reception desk there. 

3. by bus 

Buses run between Prague and Ostrava too. In the town of Krnov there is one Main Bus Station, where all long-distance buses meet. The journey from Prague takes about 6 hours.  

The route from the Main Bus Station Krnov to the Extramural Centre in Krnov is 1 km long (20 minuntes walking). You set out from the Bus Station and walk straight on towards the historical town centre, which is a square with a townhall in the middle of it. There are four streets leading from the square. Cross the square and go straight on out of it. There is the Main Post Office Krnov 200 m from the square on the left. Turn left at the crossroads after passing the Post Office, walk along Soukenická street. At the first crossroads (about 200 m walking) turn right to Hlubčická street. After walking about 300 m you will arrive at the Railway Station Krnov – Cvilín, go past it and across the railway crossing. There is a large white building and a large garden on the left –  this is the Extramural Centre in Krnov. Turn left at the first crossroads, the road will lead you to the entrance door. You will get welcome at the reception desk there.



- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	The town of Krnov is interconnected with the main road, rail and distant bus network direction Krnov – Opava – Ostrava and Krnov – Olomouc. There are two railway stations in Krnov (Krnov, Krnov – Cvilín), which connect two furthest parts of the town. It is possible to travel anywhere in the Czech Republic from both the railway stations. 

There is the public bus transport service, which goes anywhere within the town, even to the most distant  places. Buses run frequently. 

Any train departures and arrivals, including long-distance buses can be found at www.idos.cz  or at  www.krnov.cz. 

There are also special buses, so-called skibuses and cyclobuses Jeseníky, which enable passengers to travel directly to tourist destinations in the mountains Nízký Jeseník (Karlova Studánka, Praděd, Malá Morávka, Ovčárna). 

There are no trams or underground in the town.  


· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The Silesian University in Opava is a member of the European University Association, it participates in the Sixth Framework Programme and various international programmes of development, it cooperates with 24 partner institutions of higher education in Europe, Asia and Africa, it highly develops bilateral cooperation within the frameworks of  various intergovernmental  agreements, primarily with the partners from Poland, Slovakia, Austria, Germany and Hungary, Turkey, Russia, Lithuania, Ukraine, Vietnam.

Today the structure of the university consists of the Fakulty of Philosophy and Science, the School of Business Administration in Karviná, the Mathematical Institute in Opava, and the Extramural centre in Krnov. 

The University has about 3,500 students of Bachelor, Master and doctorial programmes, and a long-term plan of its development presupposes achievement of 4,000 students, which would make the operation of the school more effective. During the time of its existence the Silesian University became an important factor with the impact on development of science and level of education in North Moravia and Silesia, and its contribution concerning this is generally appreciated.

The Fakulty of Philosophy and Science in Opava consists of nine research-pedagogical stations, in the form of the Institute of Czech and Library Science, of Foreign Languages, History and Museology, Computer Science, Physics, Social Sciences, the Institute of Creative Photography, Cabinets of Foreign Languages and Physical Education. The choice of study programmes becomes broader, and today it is represented by Physics, Applied Physics, Informatics, Social Policy, History, Information Studies and Library Science, Philology and Theory and History Of Literature, Teaching at Secondary Schools and Film, Television and Photography Arts and New Media. More than thirty bachelor and master study programmes are available in the faculty, and also two doctoral programmes. The studies exist both in attendance and distance forms.
The studies and research are aimed in the School of Business Administration in Karviná not only at regional and enterprising fields, but also at analysis and evaluation of the effects of the processes of the European and world globalization and integration on the Czech economy. Study programmes of the School are Economy Policy and Administration, Economy and Management and System Engineering and Informatics. Besides ten departments the faculty also comprises the Centre of Counsulting, which analyses labour market in the Czech Republic with respect to Silesia and North Moravia, study counselling and application of the university graduates, the Centre of Small-scope and Medium-scope Entrepreneurial Activities, and Information Centre. The School realizes Bachelor and Master studies in the attendance and distance forms.
The Mathematical Institute of the Silesian University in Opava became detached from the Faculty of Philosophy and Science at the beginning of 1999. Besides bachelor and master programmes, doctoral study programme has been accredited here in the fields of Mathematical Analysis, Geometry and Global Analysis and Mathematical Physics. The position of the Institute is extraordinary especially in research, its results are accepted by many leading institutions in the world.

The Extramural Instruction Centre in Krnov originated by the decision of Rector of Silesian University, no. 12/1998 of 8 December 1998. on 1 February 1999 independent activities of the Extramural Instruction Centre started at separate premises Za Dranou 3, situated near the Czech-Polish frontier in the north-west area of Moravia and Czech Silesia.

The Extramural Instruction Centre is a scientific, teaching and information section of Silesian University in Opava. It is not only part of university, but also an accredited institution of MVČR (The Ministry of Interior of the Czech Republic) for educating clerks in public administration and as well as of MŠMT (The Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports) for implementation of retraining programmes. 

The main aim of the Centre is providing training and educational activities in the field of lifelong learning.

· Educating clerks in state authorities and the government administration (initial education, continuous education, training for verification of particular professional skills)

· Implementation of retraining programmes accredited by MŠMT

· Interest groups for senior citizens in compliance with the conception of lifelong learning and with the link to the strategy of the UN by means of the University of the Third Age (U3V)

· Language courses
· In-service training (preparation of courses according to the requirements of enterprises)
· Open programmes of further education of teaching staff accredited by MŠMT since 2006

	The Extramural Instruction Centre in Krnov is located in the complex of three buildings situated in a large park.  

Building A offers accommodation (two bed rooms) in newly reconstructed rooms. There are kitchens and other facilities available. There is a common room with TV in the building. 

Building B is a dining room.  

Building C is the workplace of the management of the Centre. The main educational activities are carried out in this building. There are offices of the staff of the Centre and classrooms, cultural rooms, bedrooms and the conference room in this building. The building C has 70 beds (rooms with two, three and six beds) with other facilities and a kitchen on the floor. Every room has sockets where you can get connected to the Internet. There is a fridge, a microwave oven, an electric kettle, a double hotplate cooker in the kitchen. The common room in the building C is equipped with TV. There is a computer room connected to the Internet and equipped with a laser printer. 

All the services offered are available all the year round. The complex of the buildings is protected by security guards and security camera system.

The official reception will be held in the Extramural Centre in Krnov at 9.00 AM on 3 August 2008. Students will be informed about the course and its conditions (accommodation, meals, description of town, transport in town, entertainment in Krnov and tips on trips, sport facilities, schedule of lessons, meeting teachers etc.).

- Site visits
	The town of Krnov offers a number of opportunities of leisure activities. Some of the tips on trips: 

· Cvilín – a two-peak hill Cvilín, standing over Krnov, involves a few places worth sightseeing. It is possible to go hiking along the green marked path. There is a viewtower (26 m high), which provides a spectacular view of the whole town. In summer it is open every day. There is a new restaurant and a view terrace there too.  

· Šelenburk – a ruin of the castle, situated nearby Cvilín viewtower. The castle dates back to the 1st half of the 13th century.  

· Poutní kostel Panny Marie Sedmibolestné – Baroque holy shrine for pilgrims on Cvilín hill, it was built between 1722 – 1727. It is decorated with frescoes inside.  

· Střelecký dům [Shooting House] – a building of architectural interest built in 1908 in Renaissance style. It serves as a house providing leisure activities for children nowadays.  

· Koncertní síň sv. Ducha [St Spirit Concert Hall] – it was originally a Gothic church, which is decorated with a lot of frescoes in the present. Guided tours are provided in the building and concerts are held there frequently.  

· A number of magnificent churches: Kostel svatého Martina [St Martin Church] on the square called Nám. Osvobození in Krnov, Kostel Nanebevzetí Panny Marie and minoritský klášter [Holy Assumption of St Mary Church and Minorite Monastery], Evangelical Church on Husovo náměstí or Jewish Synagogue. 

· Městské divadlo [City Theatre] – a pseudo Art Noveau building offering a number of theatre and other performances (concerts, dancing performances). 

· Zámek [Chateau] – a chateau of the princes from Krnov built between 1531 – 1534 including the sights of Prince Corridor and Arcades and priceless sgraffitos and reliefs. 

· Radnice města [Townhall] – dates back to 16th century. 52-metre-high tower is its dominant part. 

· Švédská zeď [Swedish Wall] – the remnants of the city walls of Krnov from the 16th century. 

· Rozhledna Ježník [Ježník Viewtower] – a wooden viewtower was reconstructed according to the original plan in 2001.  

· Chářovský park – a park planted with exotic trees full of benches for taking rest in a calm part of the town. 

· There are a lot of places worth seeing Protected Set of Folk Architecture in Heřmanovice, Viewtower in Úvalno, Chateau Linhartovy, Chateau Brantice, Chateau Bruntál, Ruin of Fulštejn Castle, Sovinec Castle, Úzkorozchodná železnice Třemešná [Narrow Gauge Railway] – Osoblaha, protected environmental area Krasovský Kotel, natural monument Staré Hliniště, Velký Pavlovický Lake, etc).

In the region there are a few ski lifts (e.g. in the towns of Holovice, Hošťálkovy, Krnov). Skibuses can provide transport to the mountains of Nízký Jeseník. 

There are also opportunities for fishing, hunting and picking mushrooms.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The main goal of the course is for students to master the authentic and communicative Czech. The beginning lesson will be devoted to phonetics and phonology. The other lessons will be divided into two parts: skills concerning written texts and practise in everyday dialogues. Students will learn new grammar in both the parts. Different exercises will be used in class: 

· grammar drilling exercises

· substitute exercises and dialogues proving understanding a particular topic, 

· lexical exercises reinforcing and extending vocabulary, 

· communicative exercises. 

Each lesson will be divided as follows: 

· text part – connected with comprehension check and requiring independent speaking, 

· grammar – using tables and brief overviews, 

· exercises – practising the grammar, 

· supplementary activities, 

· reading and listening activities.   

Basic structure of the lessons: 

1. Phonetics.

2. Meeting people.
3. City.  Shopping.  
4. In a post office. In a bank. 
5. Hotel. Restaurant. 
6. Weather. Seasons. 
7. Services. Sport. 
8. At the doctor‘s. 
9. Revision of the lesson. 
Lessons will be held as 5 teaching units per day, weekly = min. 25 teaching units that will be held in a language lab of the Extramural Centre in Krnov, where students can use listening technical equipment enabling Berger perception of recordings. Students will be assigned homework of up to 5 hours per week. There will be final exams at the end of the course (written and oral examination), examining students in the Czech language and consequently students will be given a certificate of EILC and 8 ECTS credits.
