Language course: 

We recommend participants to take an English language course before undertaking an internship in order to make the most of the placement.

Particular emphasis will be placed on preparing participants for living and working in Ireland.

Intensive Language course only options are also offered.

Follow up:
 For the staff of PARTNERSHIP EUROPE it is very important to be in contact with the participants, this is why before the arrival of the group they will have been allocated a tutor who will also do the follow up during their stay in Cork and will also issue a final report once the group has finished the programme. 

We require: 
The participant's C.V and motivation letter at least four weeks before the programme start date.

Participants must: Be motivated, be willing to learn, pay attention to detail, Have good Inter personal and communications skills, basic computer skills, an interest in foreign culture and a willingness to integrate.

What to expect on Arrival

· Students will be met at the Airport by a staff member. 
· Transfer to Accommodation (airport transfer at end of programme also)

· Next day orientation followed by a walking tour of the city (this is for practical as well as tourist purposes as we will show them where the supermarket , bus station, relevant bus stops are situated etc) 
· The student will be taken to their work placements by a staff member and introduced to the relevant manager. 
· Communication will be maintained between the students, host companies and teachers at all times. 
· Our office is in the city centre to be easily available to students. 
· Students will be issued with a  certificate upon successful completion of the programme.
