Within the framework of the European Lifelong Learning Programme, the Leonardo Da Vinci programme is offering the possibility of  submitting a partnership proposal. The deadline is 19/2/2010 (date as per postmark ). 
A partnership brings together an amount of partners during two years from (1/8/2010 to 31/7/20012 ) to reflect and work on a certain topic related to vocational training. 
The big advantage is that the financial follow-up is very easy once the project is accepted : it is limited to reporting only mobilities (1 mobility = 1 person visiting a partner or a partner event; for example: 3 persons  paying a two day visit equals 3 mobilities). 
The budget each partner receives is in direct relation with the number of applied mobilities (11.000€ for 8 mobilities per partner). Each partner is responsible for his own budget. 

 

Actually our caredepartment in Aalst is preparing a partnership proposal focused on “Task Realignment for healthcare personnel in hospitals“. More particularly we want to cooperate with hospitals, institutes for vocational education and training, organisation for social partners in hospitals and professional associations in Europe. 

Objective is for one ore more integrated practice units in a hospital (e.g. ward, policlinic, ICU, oncology centre,…) to make an overview of current practice, competences, required reorganisation and effects on vocational education and training. 
The project overview provides detailed information on the project (appendix 1)

In case your institute is interested to join the proposal, please inform us as soon as possible, we will include you with pleasure in the project proposal and keep you of course informed about the project progress.  We aim initially for 6-10 partners.
